Grounded in Christ’s teachings and motivated by love and compassion, the school community commits time, energy and resources to the pursuit of right relationships of equality, justice and solidarity.

Stewards of Leadership: Sound ethical governance and operational practices are steeped in the mission and values of the Sisters of the Holy Names of Jesus and Mary. With the mission as a guiding light, the school strategically plans and operates with the goal of financial stability, program excellence and future vitality and viability.
