The SNJM Youth Justice Forum is attended by four-member teams from Holy Names' schools located in Seattle, Washington; Portland, Oregon; Oakland and Alhambra, California; Albany, New York; Tampa, Florida; Winnipeg and Montreal, Canada; and Lesotho, Africa. The Forum is funded by contributions from the schools and the Sisters of the Holy Names Ministry Fund.
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The students learn about the SNJM justice focus on issues related to water, human trafficking, immigration and other current social concerns.  They also get to know one another and about the SNJM mission, charism and values.  Each student actively participates in service at an agency working with those who are poor and marginalized.
