Member tier of the U.S.-Ontario SNJM Incorporated Province Ministries
The Sisters of the Holy Names of Jesus and Mary are sole sponsors of eleven incorporated ministries in the U.S.-Ontario Province. SNJM sponsorship provides those ministries with a structural link to the Catholic Church. In return, the Church requires each SNJM-sponsored ministry to carry out the mission of the Sisters of the Holy Names of Jesus and Mary. Upholding the mission is the responsibility of a ministry’s Corporate Members, who are appointed by the SNJM Provincial. 
The Corporate Members work in partnership with the ministry’s local board and chief executive.  Most decisions made by the local board are final. But the Members approve certain board decisions the way the U.S. Senate ratifies treaties or confirms appointments of cabinet secretaries. Along with ensuring that the ministry’s mission and philosophy reflect the SNJM values, the Members also approve a board vote to: 
· appoint or remove a ministry’s leader and elect or remove trustees/directors; 

· lease, sell or encumber the ministry’s property and/or take out loans;

· merge  or dissolve of the corporation, or 

· revise the ministry’s articles of incorporation/charter or bylaws.
